@Before using the product, check each part for abnormalities. If there are abnormalities, take the product to the dealer or Snow Peak Customer Service for

inspection or repair.
@Always pay close attention to weather conditions. If bad weather (such as heavy rain, snowfall, strong winds, thunder, etc.) is expected, promptly cancel
camping and evacuate to a safe location. In the event of bad weather or strong winds, check from time to time whether the pegs and the ropes are

securely connected.
@If snow has accumulated in the vicinity, regularly remove it from the top of the tent. Due to the structure of the tent, the weight of the snow can cause

damage or cause the tent to collapse.

/\ CAUTION Misuse could result in injury to the user and/or damage to property.

@This product is not intended to be in permanent use. If the shelter is left in the sun for long periods, the materials may fade in color, or the fabric may
deteriorate and lose strength. Do not leave the shelter set up permanently.

@Sunlight can cause the surface of the shelter to heat up, potentially causing low-temperature burns.

@ When setting up and taking down the tent, be sure to firmly support the main body to prevent it from being blown away by the wind. Unexpected
accidents may occur due to the pole ends recoiling, etc., so ensure that the surroundings are safe, with no other people in the vicinity. Always assemble/-
disassemble this product with two or more people.

@Because this product uses a thin fabric, it may break if you pull the fabric too much.

@To help this product withstand wind and rain, it is important to appropriately tighten the ropes. When using this product, be sure to tighten all ropes
according to the guidelines stated in this instruction manual.

@Please check that all accessory items are included before attempting to assemble the product. Practice assembling and handling the product in a
safe location before using it while camping. In the unlikely event that there is a problem or a missing accessory, please contact the dealer you
purchased the product from, or Snow Peak Customer Service.
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Attachment procedure * For safety, this procedure should always be carried out by

two or more people.

Spread the main body on a flat area.

Attach the stove jack or roof lid to the square hole.

* If using an MK stove inside the shelter, always ensure that the
stove jack is attached.

Square hole

Hold the corners of the fly cover TC and drape it over the Merak
main body as shown in the figure on the right.

Align the stitch line with the pole. (Dotted line shown in
the figure on the right)

Wrap the Velcro tape on the back of the fly cover TC around the
pole to secure it. (26 locations)

Stove Plus), please follow the setup procedures in the
SET-940 Instruction Manual from this point onward.
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What to do in case of strong winds

This product is equipped with accessories that provide stability against strong winds from the front. Set the four 5 m /16.4’ ropes with a rope tensioner as shown in the
figure below.
This is just an assisting measure. It cannot withstand all weather conditions. Use this only if you encounter temporary strong winds or if it is difficult to
disassemble the product immediately.
Do not apply your weight to the safety rings. Otherwise, it may risk damage.

Precautions for disassembly and storage

@ Please make sure that the product is sufficiently dry before storing it.
@ If the wind is strong, wait for it to subside before disassembling the shelter.
@ Before disassembling, ensure that all zippers and vents on the panels are closed.

Condensation

Mist is a collection of water droplets suspended in the air that turns into condensation in rapidly falling temperatures. In smaller spaces such as the
inside of a tent or shelter, water vapor concentration is higher than in an ordinary room and frequently results in more condensation. Depending on
the surrounding conditions, it may be impossible to avoid condensation completely, even with waterproof materials. To reduce condensation, allow
steady ventilation while the tent is in use.

Water-repellent and waterproof functions

@ This product exhibits waterproof performance when it gets wet, causing the fabric to expand. If exposed to sudden heavy rain before the fabric
expands, it may result in leaks.

@ This product has been treated with a water-repellent finish, however, due to the characteristics of the fabric, there may be slight variations in
water-repellent performance (including the method of repelling water and its durability).
The water-repellent finish will lose its effectiveness after repeated use. If the performance decreases, use a commercially available
water-repellent spray after carefully reading the instructions for use.

@The logo may peel off due to the effect of the water repellent agent.

Effects of ultraviolet rays

@ If this product is left in the sun for long periods of time, its materials may fade, or the fabric may deteriorate and lose its strength. Do not leave the
product set up permanently.
@ If the material deteriorates due to ultraviolet rays and is badly damaged, it may become irreparable.

Anti-mold treatment

@ The fabric of the fly has been treated with a high-performance anti-mold treatment. An anti-mold-treated product suppresses the growth of
certain molds beyond the standard when compared to products without anti-mold treatment.

@ The anti-mold treatment does not eliminate mold. It suppresses the growth of specific molds.

@ The anti-mold treatment does not guarantee that mold will not develop. Mold may occur depending on the usage conditions.

@ The effectiveness of the anti-mold treatment may decrease with repeated use. The effectiveness of the anti-mold treatment varies based on the
actual environment in which the product is used.
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Maintenance & storage

@ This product has been designed with processing and color patterns to minimize color transfer, taking into account the characteristics of the
fabric. However, please note that slight color transfer may occur depending on storage conditions. Do not store the product while it is wet.

@ Please be aware that this product is made from a material that is prone to wrinkling.

@ Before storing, the product should be cleaned and dried. Storing the product while it is wet can lead to issues such as mold, unpleasant odors,
color migration, and material deterioration. Ensure the product is thoroughly dried in a well-ventilated, shaded area, and remove any mud or dirt
using a soft brush before storage.

@ Please store in a well-ventilated area away from direct sunlight, high temperatures, and humidity.

@ Using the zipper when it is covered with mud, sand or dust may cause wear or damage. Clean the zipper with a brush before use.

Apply small amounts of silicone lubricant to the zipper regularly to ensure smooth movement. Applying an excessive amount of lubricant will stain
the fabric.

@ Minor fabric damage can be repaired using commercially available repair tape. Please read the repair tape manual carefully before applying.

@ Depending on usage conditions, extensive deterioration of the material may occur, potentially resulting in loss of durability that makes it
irreparable.

@ Sap cannot be easily removed. Do not set up this product under trees that frequently drop sap.

Forcibly removing sap using solvents or similar substances may damage the fabric or coating.

@ To prepare for the next use, ensure that the product and its accessories, including the ropes and stove jack, are thoroughly maintained and

inspected as described above.

Warranty

Snow Peak has taken all possible measures to ensure every product is durable and functions correctly. If you find any product defects, please contact the
retailer where you purchased the product or Snow Peak Customer Service. If there are apparent defects in the product's manufacturing, the defective product
will be repaired or exchanged free of charge. In other cases, Snow Peak will repair the product for an appropriate fee. The decision to repair or replace the
product will be at our discretion. Snow Peak will not repair the product for any damage that occurred due to the following:

1.Damage caused by inappropriate use not mentioned in the instruction manual

2.Material deterioration caused by age

3.Damage caused by modifications or rough handling

4.Damage caused by unexpected accidents

5.Any damage other than defects in the manufacturing process

6.Damage caused by dust or rust

7.Damage and defects caused by dismantling the product

8.Damage and defects caused by dropping, jolting or other shocks

9.Defects due to deterioration, damage, or failure of consumable parts.

10.Damage caused by the use of the product in combination with another manufacturer's products
